5) Koi measurement

By default, koi will not be measured by the reception team. Please supply an accurate measurement of
the longest body length using a device with the certification mark of the All Japan Nishikigoi Promotion
Association.

If measuring is required during entry, this will be undertaken by a member of staff accompanied by two
witnesses. A fee of 1,000yen will be applied for each Koi.

If there is any doubt about the Koi size during judging, then a judge is entitled to measure it. If it is
determined that the Koi size does not comply with the category it has been entered, then it will be excluded

from judging and highlighted by a yellow card.

12. Entry and reception of Koi
1) Submission of Acceptance Letter
Upon arrival the handler should report to the vehicle guide staff who will give a numbered ticket and advise

where to park.

2) Koi Entries
The handler will carry the Koi into the pool specified by the reception desk with a plastic bag. Please be sure

to use only your own equipment to carry and remove Koi.

3) Koi Entries requiring plastic bags
During the judging process Koi entries in 12-40BU are exhibited in plastic bags. Please place the bagged
koi in the specified area for the size and variety. After judging is completed, and with the guidance of the

show office, it is the responsibility of the handler to move the koi to the specified pool for display.

4) Notes
(D All entries must be handled by professional members of WNC.
(2 To prevent the spread of KHV, entries will not be permitted from Koi Farms which are prohibited from

moving fish or located in any area which has any restrictions on fish movement.

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(3 The names of exhibitors/handlers cannot be changed after the judging has been completed.

@ During the show, only the exhibitor and/or handler are permitted to move koi, and they must supply any
equipment required for this process.

(5 The organiser does not take any responsibility for the theft, damage or accidents of any entry koi.

® Any exhibitor who acts in a way which harms the reputation of the show shall have their entries
disqualified and will not be permitted to enter future shows for a period of 5 years. In such case, entry
fees will not be refunded.

(D Koi belonging to multiple exhibitors but with the same handler, are permitted to share a pool if there is

prior agreement between these exhibitors.

Judges

Each size group will be judged by a team of 5 judges, with eight teams each judging two sizes.

The judges will consist of one head judge, members of the All Japan Nishikigoi Promotion Association, ZNA
Certified Judges, overseas members of the WNC and hobbyists invited by the WNC.

The names of judges must not be published until the day of the show.

Awards

(D Grand Champion
The Grand Champion will be selected from all koi entered in the show, by individual vote from each
judge. If more than one koi is chosen, then the top 5 koi from those which have received at least 5 votes
will be put through to the next round.

(2 Grand Champion 2
If the 2nd place koi from the Grand Champion vote receives more than 30% of the total votes in the final
round, it will be automatically selected as the Grand Champion 2 of the show. If the number of votes
received is less than 30%, the Grand Champion 2 will be selected by all the judges from among the
nominated koi, excluding the Grand Champion.

(3 Grand Champion 3
Grand Champion 3 will be selected by all judges from the nominated koi, excluding the Grand Champion
and Grand Champion 2.

@ Grand Champion B

Grand Champion B will be selected by all judges from Emerald, Ruby, Cat’s Eye, Sapphire categories,
excluding the Grand Champion, Grand Champion 2 and Grand Champion 3.

(5 Division Champions

Baby Champion (Selected from 12-27BU Best in Size)
Young Champion (Selected from 32-42BU Best in Size)
Adult Champion (Selected from 47-57BU Best in Size)
Mature Champion (Selected from 62-72BU Best in Size)
